SUNSHINE LAW STATEMENT

ROLL CALL
The meeting was called to order by Chairman Tulp at 7:00pm.
Sarfaty, Pauwels, Chairman Tulp, and Director Hasbrouck were present.

APPROVAL OF JANUARY 2016 MINUTES
The January 2016 meeting minutes were approved unanimously.

BOROUGH COUNCIL LIAISON REPORT
No report.
SHADE TREE DIRECTOR/FORESTER REPORT
-Director Hasbrouck has presented the appeal for a TRP for 670 Peach Tree Lane. The property owner requested the removal of 3 trees over the permissible number by ordinance. There are 5 trees already approved for removal. Kris Hasbrouck stated there are 41 trees existing on the property. The owners are installing a stone wall which could compromise the health of the existing trees. John Butler,of Arapahoe Landscaping presented the proposal to replace the trees if approved for removal.  The STC voted unanimously to approve the recomendaton of the appeal remove 3 tree and be replaced with 5 trees which are 2½ - 3 inches in size. The tress must be planted by May 17, 2017
-Director Hasbrouck discussed the TRP appeal for the property located at 232 Green Ridge Road. The property owner is redeveloping the property and has been issued a TRP for 19 trees. One tree that was removed was outside the PRB and the owner will be required to plant 3 trees as a replacement when construction is done.  The owner has updated the TRP application to include the removal of 34 additional trees. Director Hasbrouck stated that many of those trees are less than 7’ in size.  There was no clear landscape plan available at  this date, so Director Hasbrouck agreed to visit the site and take up the appeal at the March 2016 meeting.
-The owner of 308 Wichita Trail, Evangelia Tsmos appeared with Paul Anagnostakos, landscaper and proposed an appeal to remove 49 additional trees beyond the permissible amount. The owner wanted to remove a total of 130 trees in order to redesign of the rear property. The owner didn’t present a clear design for proposed work and Chairman Tulp suggested the STC needs to see more details. Dir Hasbrouck asked the owner to mark all the trees to be removed by using different colored tape for trees smaller and larger than 7 caliper inches.  The STC will visit the property prior to the March 2016 meeting when the appeal will be discussed again.
-Director Hasbrouck discussed the tree replacement at the VFW parking lot.  The Shade Tree Escrow Fund is being used to replace failing trees in the sidewalks surrounding the parking lot.

NEW BUSINESS
-The STC voted and approved unanimously the following tree installations in the Borough.  5 trees at Fireman’s Field, 5 Trees at the Nature Preserve, and 5 5 Trees along the walking trail in the Nature Preserve. Also approved was the purchase of 15 gator watering bags.  Payment for the same was approved to be used from the Borough Shade Tree Escrow Fund.
-The STC approved that 16 new 4’-5’ bare root trees will need bought for the tree farm
