BOROUGH COUNCIL LIAISON REPORT
Councilperson Swist spoke about the Borough losing the VFW post and will now have the building and grounds around building back to the Borough management.
SHADE TREE DIRECTOR/FORESTER REPORT
-Compliance, Construction or Permit Issues: TRP Appeal for 684 Navaho Trail was presented by owners Mr. & Mrs. Kearny. The owners provided support material and landscaping plan prepared by Mahwah Tree Corp (Tim Sheekey). The commission was asked for the appeal recommendation to remove 2 trees beyond those allowed by ordinance.  The owners wanted to replace landscaping type trees which have overgrown The original TRP application was for 6 trees- The STC voted unanimously to approve the appeal recogmendation-3 trees by ordinance, 1 tree due to decay, 2 trees by appeal. The owners agreed to their obligation to replace the trees with 2 shade trees (by May 31, 2016) in addition to planting the 12 Norway Spruces on the landscape plans.

-Dir Hasbrouck spoke about the Borough’s commitment to the Shade Federation. Franklin Lakes has been a member of 8 years.
-The Shade Tree Escrow Fund has a balance of $102,155.12 (April 5, 2016)

OLD BUSINESS
-Director Hasbrouck updated the 2016 tree plantings: 3 trees at Fireman’s’ Field, 4 trees at Firehouse (HQ), 4 trees at the ambulance corps building,5 trees along High Mountain Rd in the Preserve,5 trees in the Preserve near parking lot.
-Chairman Tulp discussed Arbor Day (April 29,2016) Plans for to recognize Arbor Day have not been finalize but will likely be at the Tree Farm on the following day after Arbor Day due to conflicts with some commissioner’s schedules. Updates will done through email.
