BOROUGH COUNCIL LIAISON REPORT
No report.
SHADE TREE DIRECTOR/FORESTER REPORT
-TRP Appeal of 871 Sciota Dr:  Owners had been approved for removing approximately 64 trees for new construction of single fam home. They requested the removal of an additional 26 trees  of which Dir Hasbrouck determined 15 trees are ok to remove due being within the Permissible Removal Boundaries. And 6 additional trees are part of the 10% allowable within 5 years. A permit was issued. The applicant requested this appeal for the removal of 3 additional white pine trees which trees were in an unattractive and unnatural condition.  Approval of the appeal recommendation was later given in August 2016 by Commissioners Tulp, Puawels and Mahn via email.  (Property owner Mr. Vladimer Kremenchugsky and family as well as Tim Sheekey of Mahwah Tree Corp. presented the appeal)

 -Dir. Hasbrouck discussed Emerald Ash Borer.  He pointed out that in his view Franklin Lakes has trees totaling 5-6% of the tree population.  He noted that outside Franklin Lakes the population is about 10%.  He stated that it may not be cost effective to treat all municipal owned trees.  It could be more cost effective harvest the trees before the fall to the emerald ash borer. Revenue from the sale could be put to the FL Shade Tree Escrow Fund. Hasbrouck noted that for very large communities it could be less expensive to treat the tree than it would be to remove the trees following infection by the borer.  He stated he would discuss further at future STC meetings. 



OLD BUSINESS
-The FL Tree Farm has been watered primarily by Marion Mahn. Chairman Tulp expressed appreciation for her dedication. The FL DPW has been maintaining the lawn inside the tree farm fence. Commissioner Tulp will continue to water the trees along with Mrs. Mahn.


NEW BUSINESS
--Franklin Lakes Festival (Franklin Lakes Town Fair) participation was discussed. The Festival is on Saturday September 24, 2016.  The Shade Tree Commission has secured a booth with table/chairs and will exhibit material on the FL Tree Farm and the emerald ash borer. The STC will sponsor a raffle for 2 trees grown at the FL Tree Farm.
-Chairman Tulp introduced the idea of a public information meeting to discuss the upcoming problems borough residents will have with the EAB.  A date in early 2017 was suggested.
